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The Pastorôs Pen  

January 28, 2020 
 

As Iôm writing today, the weather has gone 

from a relatively pleasant morning to a howl-

ing cold afternoon. Sometimes changes come 

unexpectedly and we arenôt fully prepared. I 

didnôt delve into my weather application deep-

ly enough this morning to see that the cold 

front was coming. I simply looked at the high 

temperature and assumed the day would 

gradually warm to it. I had to grab a jacket at 

lunch for my walk back over to the office! We 

know what our high temperature will be, an 

eternal life with Christ and those whoôve gone 

before, but we have no idea how many cold 

winds we will face before then!  

As I announced last Sunday, the United 

Methodist Church is facing the prospect of 

some considerable changes. A variety of 

plans are being proposed and will be debated 

at General Conference (May 5-15, 2020 in 

Minneapolis). Nothing will be decided until 

then, and any outcome (including no change) 

is possible.  

I try very hard not to borrow anxiety from the 

future. Today has enough anxiety on its own, 

and, Christ commanded us not to worry. 

Whatever happens with the UMC or with any 

other denomination, Christ is Lord and God is 

great! Also, we must not allow the differ-

ences we have within the UMC as a reason to 

sling hateful insults, names, and the like at 

those who disagree with us. 

I have briefed the administrative council in 

much greater detail. If youôd like to discuss 

more about what is being proposed, I would 

love to discuss it with you. I will also be 

providing more detail as the conference gets 

closer. 

I implore you all to be in prayer for our 

church, our denomination, and all Christian 

churches. Iôll be using Sweet Hour of Prayer 

as an illustration in the 11am service this 

Sunday. The first verse says, 

ñSweet hour of prayer, sweet hour of 

prayer, that calls me from a world of 

care, and bids me at my Fatherôs 

throne make all my wants and wishes 

known. In seasons of distress and grief 

my soul has often found relief, and oft 

escaped the tempterôs snare, by thy re-

turn, sweet hour of prayer.ò 

Finally, on another note, I am very close to 

choosing a devotional book for the coming 

Lenten season. I should make the choice in 

the next several days. Check with the office 

next week if youôd like to order a copy.

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Greetings all. Everything in youth world seems 

to be going fine.  We navigated the holiday 

waters rather uneventfully and have started 

sailing the spring semester pretty easily. The 

one issue with the kids is math/algebra/

calculus. During our joys and concerns the 

math grades are always a concern for more 

and more of them. I only have one thing to 

say to that is some things never change! I re-

member in my Jr. High and High School days 

that we all struggled at math. In college I 

needed an elective and thought ñIôm older and 

wiser now Iôll take an algebra classò.  Stupid-

est  decision  of my academic career. What a 

silly boy I was. A dumb choice. 

We have spoken a lot on choices lately. Last 

night I had the kids talk about the biggest 

choices they make daily. Some of the answers 

were exactly what youôd expect for kids this 

age. What do I wear, who do I sit with at 

lunch, who do I talk to in the halls, choices on 

grades and projects but as the age gets older 

the depth of their choices changes drastically. 

Do I smoke, vape or even smoke marijuana, a 

lot of sexual decisions including sexting on so-

cial media, if I go to a drinking party do I have 

to drink?, driving decisions, who can I trust 

and who is only trying to use me. Pretty heavy 

stuff. Carol and I discussed all these thing at 

length with them. 

I think the first choice and most important one 

is that they are willingly and wanting to come 

to church. Not just church but wanting a  rela-

tionship with Christ. We told them that that is 

the foundation for all their tough decisions 

coming down the path every day. That if they 

take a step back  and think about ñwhat would 

Jesus doò (not to be clich®) and what would 

be the right decision looking through those Je-

sus colored glasses we are talking about all 

the time. 

We also have been talking a lot about the 

kindness one can show others and that the 

smallest kindness can have an impact larger 

than we ever expected or will probably ever 

see. One example we use are the kids in the 

cafeteria that eat all alone and how difficult 

that would be for those kids and just an invita-

tion to sit with someone at lunch could drasti-

cally change that kids outlook on school every-

day. We just had our Random Acts Of Kind-

ness night. We give flowers to people, tape 

change on soda vending machines and wash-

ers and dryers in Laundromats. Take baskets 

into the grocery store for people. We hope our 

kids see the smile on the people they are help-

ing and that it helps them to realize that the 

smallest of gestures can change the course of 

someoneôs day. 

So thatôs what has been on our minds lately. 

Lots of good stuff coming our way. A super 

bowl party, midwinters camp at Camp Eagle,  

Photo safari and maybe some bowling as well. 

These are amazing kids and I hope you pray 

for them daily as they need that as we all do, 

maybe more so.
